The 2014 world
champions only lost just one match in the Preliminary
Round before dropping just two sets on their unbeaten run
during the Finals in front of their home fans in Omaha to
capture a fifth World Grand Prix crown. It was a testament
to how coach Karch Kiraly has moulded his squad into a
more consistent unit, which bodes well for the world No. 1
as they attempt to end their wait for Olympic gold in Rio.

It was also a memorable year for Kenya, who, coming into
the tournament, had never won an FIVB title. They reached
the Group 3 Finals, only to face Peru, who had beaten them
in straight sets in their opening match of the tournament.
In a truly monumental effort, the African champions
gained revenge for that loss, winning in straight sets to
create a piece of history for volleyball in their country and
prove that the World Grand Prix continues to help develop
the sport in every corner of the globe.

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WORLD GRAND PRIX: 24TH CHAPTER
OF A WORLDWIDE SUCCESS STORY

The FIVB Volleyball World Grand Prix enters its 24th year
with 28 teams set to make their mark on the annual
competition ahead of the 2016 Olympics Games in Rio
in August.

Although this is the first time the Finals will be held in
Bangkok, Thailand, the city has hosted World Grand Prix
Preliminary Round matches between 2013 and 2015.
From July 6 to 10 all eyes will be on the Huamark Indoor
Stadium, as the Group 1 Finals round off six weeks of
competition, comprising 120 matches of preliminary and
final round action

Former title holders taking part in the competition this year
are current Olympic champions Brazil (holding a record 10
titles in the competition), defending FIVB World Grand Prix
champions and world champions USA (6), Russia (3), Cuba
(2), the Netherlands (1) and China (1). Aside from three-
time Olympic champions Cuba who compete in Group 3,
the other nations are now among the 12 best teams in
the world, with the Netherlands returning to Group 1 after
their Group 2 win in 2015.

As with the previous two editions, the teams are split into
three groups: twelve of these will play in Group 1 and
the best five will progress to the Final Round, for which
Thailand has already qualified as host. They will be battling
to succeed USA, who triumphed on home soil in Omaha
last year to claim victory in the 23rd FIVB World Grand
Prix. Groups 2 and 3 comprise eight teams each, with the
winner of the Finals in Bulgaria (Group 2) and Kazakhstan
(Group 3) promoted to the next group in 2017 should they
meet the requirements set by the FIVB.

Fans are eagerly awaiting the debut Group 2 matches of
the Kenyan team this year, following their sensational win
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in the Group 3 Finals in 2015, which saw them record the
greatest success ever for a women's volleyball team from
an African country.

First time host nation, Thailand are determined to deliver
a top notch quality competition, which provides gripping
sporting action and entertainment through innovation and
spectator experience.

When it comes to growth, there is no doubt that the
history of the FIVB World Grand Prix is a success story.

When the competition made its debut back in 1993,
it featured only eight teams — as it did between 1995
and 2002. In 1994 and from 2003 to 2010 this number
increased to 12. In all there were 16 teams were involved
in the World Grand Prix in 2011 and 2012 and then 20
teams in the 2013 edition. The tournament expanded
once again in 2014, with 28 teams taking part in the
competition. This year's edition sees the same 28 teams in
competition as in 2015.

To date, only China and Japan have competed in all of the
23 editions of the FIVB World Grand Prix. While Japan has
never celebrated a gold medal win, China is hoping that
2016 will see them take the top spot on the podium, 13
years after their last victory in 2003. Brazil and the USA
have taken part 22 times each, though Brazil is the most
successful team in the competition, having made it onto
the podium in 17 of 23 editions to date, and winning gold,
silver or bronze in 11 of the last 12 tournaments.

Brazil could only claim third place last year, behind the
victorious USA and Russia. This meant that USA returned
to its winning ways in their eternal duel with Brazil. These
two nations have made the top-flight of women'’s volleyball

a private affair since 2008. The USA celebrated a hat-trick
of overall wins in the FIVB World Grand Prix between 2010
and 2012 alongside their win in 2015, while Brazil was
triumphant in 2008, 2009, 2013 and 2014.

However, the final result could be different this year if the
Netherlands — winners of the 2007 edition and the last
team other than the USA or Brazil to win the title — pull
out all the stops following their return to Group 1. With
China and Russia also hungry for a win, the FIVB World
Grand Prix could hold a few surprises for the 2016 edition.

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GROUP 1 PREVIEW:

Karch Kiraly, the man responsible for the US women's team,
is a star coach and one of volleyball's biggest ever names.
'King Karch' — who s the only player to have won both
volleyball and beach volleyball gold — will lead the team
looking to defend their title in this year's FIVB World Grand
Prix. Volleyball's most celebrated player recently extended
his contract to incorporate the 2020 Olympic Games in
Tokyo. Together with Rio 2016, this offers two opportunities
to guide USA to its first ever Olympic gold

"It's been a tremendous honour to lead this special group
of intelligent, powerful hard-working, dedicated women,
and the great staff that supports them. And it's a double
honour to prepare a home Olympic Games, knowing we'll
have the opportunity to carry that work forward in the next
quadrennial”, said Kiraly.

One year after winning the World Grand Prix title on home
soil in Omaha, Kiraly who first became US coach in 2012, has
his stars back on board as they strive to win the prestigious
tournament for the seventh time. The squad includes ‘The
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Governor’ Jordan Larson Burbach, captain Christa Dietzen,
Kimberly Hill, Alisha Glass and Kelsey Robinson. The key
members will play an important role in the long-running
duel with record winners Brazil.

The tournament is particularly important for 10 time winners,
Brazil as they prepare for the Olympic Games in their home
country. Appropriately, the opening preliminary round of this
year's competition will take place in Rio de Janeiro, from
June 9 to 12. After Olympic gold in 2008 and 2012, star
coach Jose Roberto 'Ze Roberto” Guimaraes is building his
campaign around experienced stars like ‘Sheilla’, ‘Thaisa’
and ‘Fabiana’. The top scorer in last year's final Juciely
Cristina Barreto, is also on board. “Although we have a lot of
experience, we must avoid getting too tired, so the physical
aspect is crucial if we want to grab gold at the Olympics and
the Grand Prix,” says coach Ze Roberto.

Although all eyes are on the battle between USA and
Brazil — the two nations have won eight titles each in the
FIVB World Grand Prix since 2008 — European champions
Russia are looking to have the last word. Yury Marichev's
team includes last year's top scorer Nataliya Goncharova
who scored 124 points helping her country scoop silver. The

27-year-old has made a name for herself over the past two
years as one of the sport’s most prolific spikers and will be
keen to add to her already impressive medal haul.

She will be ably supported by the likes of Tatiana Kosheleva
and libero Anna Malova as Russia strive to win its first World
Grand Prix title for 14 years.

The star coach of the fourth title contender, China, is ‘Jenny"
Lang Ping. She once again fields an experienced team
that also features many young stars following China’s
spectacular triumph in the FIVB World Cup. The squad
includes World Cup MVP Zhu Ting, as well as Liu Yanhan,
who was the second-highest scorer in the final of last year's
FIVB World Grand Prix with 92 points.

Japan’s squad will, as usual, be led by captain Saori Kimura
while back among the world's best teams in Group 1 are
former World Grand Prix winners the Netherlands, with
coach Giovanni Guidetti at the helm. He has named familiar
figures like Anne Buijs, Lonnecke Sldetjes and playmaker
Maret Balkestein-Grothues in his team. While Guidetti's
former team, Germany, is without stars like Christiane First
and Margareta Kozuch, coach of the Italian team, Marco
Bonitta has everyone on board including experienced
players like Francesca Piccinini, Antonella Del Core, Serena
Ortolani, Valentina Diouf and rising stars like Paolo Egonu.

The revitalised Serbian team also lines up with all its
stars at the 24th staging of the FIVB World Grand Prix
including Jovana Brakocevic, Jelena Nikolic and captain
Maja Ognjenovic. The World Grand Prix Group 1 debutants,
Belgium will be led by outstanding hitter Lise van Hecke,
who plays her club volleyball in the Brazilian league while
Turkey's squad features Naz Aydemir. Thailand's Nootsara
Tomkom and her team mates will be looking to spring a
surprise against larger teams like USA, Brazil and Russia,
during the Finals.

Hosts Thailand and the top five ranked teams of the
preliminary round ranking table will play in the Finals,
which will take place from July 6 to 10 in Bangkok. The
twelve Group 1 teams were drawn in nine preliminary
pools of four teams with teams in each pool competing
in round robin format. The preliminary action will be
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staged over three weeks between June 9 and 26, with
tournaments in China, Macau, Brazil, Russia, USA, ltaly,
Turkey, Hong Kong and Japan.

GROUP 2 PREVIEW:

Moim to lead Kenya in pursuit of next
sensation

Kenya's Group 3 victory at last year's World Grand Prix
tournament was without doubt one of the biggest success
stories in the history of international volleyball. As Mercy
Moim's team looks to build on last year's triumph, all eyes
are on Kenya as they make their Group 2 debut in this year's
tournament.

Captain Moim, who scored 127 points for coach David
Lungaho's team in last year's competition, will lead her
team as it faces its next challenge. Her motto is: “Create the
highest, grandest vision possible for your life, because you
become what you believe.” This year's appearance in the
FIVB World Grand Prix is undoubtedly one of the highlights
in the history of Kenyan volleyball. Moim: “We can't wait to
compete in the World Grand Prix Group 2 and to play some
of the best teams in the World Cup. With God, everything
is possible.”

However, Kenya is undoubtedly the outsider among the
eight teams in Group 2, who will battle for promotion to
Group 1 in order to join the top 12 teams in the world. One
of the hot favourites is definitely the Dominican Republic,
currently ranked number seven in the world and that
finished fifth at the World Championship in 2014. This year's
line up includes superstar Brenda Castillo, the defender with
the lightning-quick reaction time who was named ‘Best
Libero" at the 2012 Olympic Games in London. Opposite
Gina Mambru is charged with scoring the points to propel
the team from the Caribbean back into Group 1 of the FIVB
World Grand Prix.

The Dominican Republic will be challenged by several top
20 squads, including Argentina, Puerto Rico, Canada, and
Bulgaria and will face stern competition from successful
volleyball nations like Poland and the Czech Republic.
Argentina, who have already secured their ticket to the
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Olympics, will feature plenty of international experience at
the FIVB World Grand Prix with the likes of Leticia Boscacdi,
Julieta Lazcano and Lucia Fresco, who play their club
volleyball abroad. Puerto Rico will bank on Karina Ocasio'’s
scoring flai, while Canada will rely on stars like Tabitha Love,
Jennifer Cross and captain Lucille Charuk, who have enjoyed
success on the club scene in Germany. They will be led once
again by German coach, Arnd Ludwig.

Alexander Waibl, another German coaching the Czech
Republic, has called on many players who ply their trade
at top foreign clubs including Lucie Smutna, Michaela
Mlejnkova, captain Tereza Rossi — who won the European
Champions League with Italian club Pomi Casalmaggiore —
and others with international experience. Having missed out
on qualification for the Olympics, Poland are already looking
ahead to 2020. In this year's World Grand Prix Polish squad,
only Berenika Tomsia and captain Joanna Wolosz have
World Championship experience while superstar Katarzyna
Skowronska-Dolata will not be making an appearance.

Meanwhile, Bulgaria will put top players like captain Elitsa
Vasileva, Gergana Dimitrova and Petya Barakova at the
forefront of their offence as they host the Group 2 Final Four
in Plovdiv, Bulgaria, from June 18 to 19.
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The preliminary round will be played over two weeks from
June 3 to 12, with Tucuman (Argentina) and Zielona Gora
(Poland) hosting matches in the first week and Olomouc
(Czech Republic) and Wiloclawek (Poland hosting) in the
second.

GROUP 3 PREVIEW:

Cuba’s women's team, ‘Las Morenas del Caribe’, have
a stellar past record with three consecutive Olympic gold
medal wins between 1992 and 2000. They also won the
inaugural FIVB World Grand Prix in Hong Kong in 1993,
while a second title in this prestigious competition followed
in 2000. However, it is now 10 years since Cuba's last
podium place in 2006, which saw them take the bronze
medal, and they are now looking for a return to former glory
with a young team. But the Caribbean superstars must firs
work their way back to the top of the FIVB World Grand Prix
having found themselves in Group 3.

Hopes are resting on 16-year-old Melissa Teresa Vargas
Abreu, who is currently regarded as one of volleyball's
biggest talents. Much will depend on the performance of
the powerful hitter, but the young star was side-lined with

a shoulder injury during the World Cup in Japan last year.
Hopes are high this time around given the potential of the
players called to the squad and the the once world-class
nation is one of the favourites in the eight-team Group 3.

Croatia boasts more experience, with a host of international
stars among their ranks including Ana Grbac, Mira Topic,
Jelena Alajbeg and captain Mia Jerkov and few teams in
Group 3 are expected to be able to stop the Croatians.
Although the team that finished runner-up in the European
Championship on three occasions has huge potential, they
must find cohesion under the leadership of new coach
Miroslav Aksintijevic.

Last year, the final in this group featured Peru, who suffered
a surprise 3-1 defeat to Kenya. Angela Leyva, who was the
best scorer for Peru in 2015, will once again be looking to
help her team gain promotion to Group 2 for in this year's
tournament. The team, which won gold at the Women's World
Championship in 1978, 1994 and 1998 as well as silver in
1986, will be led by experienced playmaker Mirtha Uribe.

Apart from the favourites Cuba, Croatia and Peru, the
preliminary round will feature Algeria, Australia, Colombia,
Kazakhstan and Mexico. Following the Group 2 model, Group
3 will also be played out over two weeks from June 3 to 12,

with Algiers (Algeria) and Bendigo (Australia) acting as hosts
in the first week, followed by Cali (Colombia) and Chiclayo
(Peru) in the second week of preliminary round action.

Algeria are still in transition after a huge revamp of their
line-up. Their star Lydia Oulmou is still on the roster, but she
will pass on the baton to young captain Safia Boukhima to
lead the future Algerian squad. Looking back at Colombia's
high performance last year, Amanda Coneo and Cindy
Maria Ramirez are expected to be in top form in this year's
competition.

Mexico will count on Andrea Rangel, who is considered one
of the country’s best players, while Australia will bank on
Sophie Godfrey's scoring support in their third appearance
in the World Grand Prix. They also feature a player who plays
her club volleyball at Italian club ‘Liiga Ploki’, in the form of
Rhiannon Rosalynd Tooker.

Kazakhstan's squad will be led by Olga Nassedkina, who
boasts a wealth of World Championship and Olympic
experience. Playmaker Radmila Bresneva's team is looking
forward the Final Four, which Kazakhstan will host from
June 18 to 19 in Almaty. The winner will be promoted to
Group 2 next year.

Thailand made their FIVB Volleyball World Grand Prix
debut in 2002 and have participated in all but the 2007
edition since. Their best World Grand Prix performance
came in 2012 when they finished fourth in Ningb , China.

In 2013, Thailand finished 13th in the World Grand Prix
but celebrated victory in the Asian Championships for the
second time after their 2009 success. They also triumphed
at the 2012 Asian Cup and have 11 victories at the South
East Asian Games, where they have taken gold in each of
the last seven tournaments.

The year 2016 will mark a significant milestone for
Thailand as they host the World Grand Prix Finals for the
first time, after successfully hosting several preliminary
round pools in earlier editions.

Host City: Bangkok

Bangkok is the country's capital known for its busy
metropolis, its ornate shrines and vibrant street life. Thailand
is known as a volleyball-loving country, while Bangkok
has made its name as a centre for top-level international
sports competitions like the FIVB Volleyball World Grand Prix.
Thousands of people will gather in the city to see world-class
volleyball athletes play. This year, Bangkok will host three other
teams in the Preliminary Round, but also welcome the top
five teams in the competition in the Group 1 Finals. In club
volleyball, Bangkok is home to Asian champions Bangkok
Glass VC. The club recently brought home the title from the
2015 AsianWomen'’s Club Volleyball Championship in Vietnam.

Venue: Huamark Indoor Stadium

The FIVB World Grand Prix Finals will take place at the
Huamark Indoor Stadium. The indoor stadium has a
capacity of about 13,000 and is used for boxing bouts,
concerts, volleyball and other indoor sports events in
Bangkok. It hosted World Grand Prix Preliminary Round
pools for three consecutive years from 2013 to 2015 — all
attracting numerous spectators.

Host Country: Kazakhstan

After winning the FIVB Volleyball World Grand Prix Group
3 Finals in 2014, Bulgaria have built on that success in
recent years. They first joined the World Grand Prix in 2013
and ended up in ninth place, then they finished second in
the Preliminary Round of Group 3 in 2014, before their
home victories against Kazakhstan and Czech Republic in
Samokov saw them win promotion for the 2015 edition.
Last year, Bulgaria finished fifth out of eight teams in
Group 2.

Bulgaria have been a consistent podium finisher in the
European Volleyball League with bronze medals in 2009,
2011 and 2013, and silver medals in 2010 and 2012.
Bulgaria's greatest successes came over three decades ago
when they took the bronze medal at the Moscow 1980
Olympic Games and the gold medal at the 1981 European
Championship.

Host City: Varna

Varna, dubbed the seaside capital of Bulgaria, has hosted
matches of the World League Intercontinental Round in
2011, 2013 and 2014 as well as the World League Group
2 Finals in 2015, but this will be the first time the World
Grand Prix will be played in the city. In 2013 the home
crowd at the completely sold-out Palace of Culture and
Sports got a rare chance to support both the women’s
and the men’s national teams of Bulgaria in action, when
Varna hosted the Final Four tournament of the 2013
CEV Volleyball European League - Women as well as an
FIVB World League double header between Bulgaria and
Poland. The country's third largest city also hosted the
2013 CEV U22 Beach Volleyball European Championship.

Venue: Palace of Culture and Sport

The Palace of Culture and Sports is a multifunctional
complex located in the heart of Vama. It is one of the
symbols of the city and over the years has hosted many
cultural and sporting events. The building was completed
in 1968 and has a capacity of 6,000.

Kazakhstan are making their seventh FIVB Volleyball
World Grand Prix appearance. In 2015, they were ranked
sixth in Group 3. Their best result was 10th place on their
debut in 2007.

Kazakhstan has a rich volleyball tradition with some
notable players from the Kazakhstan region who won
international championships with the Soviet Union teams.
After the break-up of the Soviet Union in 1991, the new
national side made their debut in 1993 at the Asian
Championship with a fifth place finish. Twelve years later
they won a silver medal, and in 2012, they added an Asian
Cup bronze. They became known in international volleyball
when they qualified for the Beijing 2008 Olympic Games.

Kazakhstan hosted preliminary round legs of the World
Grand Prix in 2011, 2013, 2014 and 2015. This year,
Kazakhstan will host their first World Grand Prix Finals in
Group 3.

Host City: Almaty

Almaty is a major commercial and cultural centre
of Kazakhstan. The former capital of Kazakhstan is
a world-renowned centre for sports. Almaty gained
international recognition from hosting prestigious events
such as the Asian Winter Games in 2011, World Boxing
Championships, World Cups in Judo and Ski Jumping,
professional cycling races, and the FIVB Volleyball World
Grand Prix in 2013.

Venue: Baluan Sholak Sports Palace

The FIVB World Grand Prix Final will be played at the
Baluan Sholak Sports Palace in Almaty, the former capital
of Kazakhstan. The stadium was built in 1967 and was
renovated from 2009 to 2011 for the 2011 Asian Winter
Games. It is named after Baluan Sholak, a celebrated
Kazakh composer, singer, poet and wrestler. The stadium
has a seating capacity of 4,000 and has top-level support
facilities.

Algeria competed in the FIVB Volleyball World Grand
Prix for the third time in 2015 and finished 27%, one
place better than in 2014. The 2013 edition was
their debut, when they were selected by the African
Volleyball Confederation to represent the continent
along with Kenya. They failed to win a set but the
experience of the last three years should give them a
decent footing this year. They did not qualify for the
2014 FIVB Volleyball World Championship but came
equal 21t in their only appearance six years ago at
the World Championships in Japan in 2010.

The Algerians have shown that their ability to handle
pressure is one of their main strengths. In 2008 they
eliminated Kenya in the deciding match for a berth
at the Beijing Olympic Games, and four years later
the two teams squared off with a place at London
2012 on the line. Again the Algerians prevailed,
and they finished equal 11% place in both Olympic
tournaments. They were unable to qualify for the Rio
2016 Olympic Games, however, after they finished
fourth at the Women's World Olympic Qualification
Tournament in Puerto Rico from May 20 to 22.

Mohamed-Amine Belacel’s coa-
ching career began with Algerian
club ASUC Rija in 1995. The
club won the national title in
1995 and reached two cup
finals but lost to ASV Bejaia
and MC Alger. In 2000, Belacel
coached OC Alger before taking on the coaching
role for the Algerian women's team from 2003
to 2005. He then moved to Saudi Arabia from
2005 to 2010, before returning to Algeria to
coach Blida in 2011 and PO Chlef in the 2012/13
season. Belacel replaced Faisal Gharzouli earlier
this year to spearhead a younger Algerian squad,
after several key players had left the team.
Belacel's task is to rebuild the team as Algeria
prepare for the African Championship in 2017.

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Australia made a promising start in the FIVB Volleyball
World Grand Prix when they finished fourth in the
Group 3 Final Four hosted in Canberra in 2015. They
will host a week in the city of Bendigo this year before
travelling to Colombia for the second round, hoping to
qualify for the Final Four in Kazakhstan.

The team have competed in the Asian Championships
for 40 years and the fourth-place finishes achieved
in 1975 and 1979 remain their highest in the
competition. Their most recent result was a ninth-place
finish in 2015

The Volleyroos did not qualify for the 2014 FIVB
Volleyball World Championship in Italy, but the team
have taken part in the tournament twice, coming 12
in 1982 and equal 215 in 2002.

They received welcome exposure when they competed
at the Sydney 2000 Olympic Games, finishing equal
ninth, but coach Shannon Winzer has her sights
on Tokyo 2020 and beyond instead of this year's
tournament in Rio de Janeiro. A wave of retirement
from the team’s more experienced players means it's
rebuilding time for Australia.

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After two decades away from the international stage,
Belgium have gradually established themselves as a
force once again. They made their FIVB Volleyball
World Grand Prix debut in 2014 and won Group 2 by
defeating the Netherlands 3-2 to claim victory in the
Final Four. They progressed to the Final Six of Group
1 but failed to win a match and finished sixth.

Belgium finished 10" overall after being promoted to
Group 1 in the following year, defeating Turkey in their
first match and Russia in their last match in the preliminary
round. Belgium have also competed at three World
Championships. In 2014, they finished in joint-1 * place.

Belgium began competing consistently at a continental
level in the 1960s, making their European Championship
debut in 1967 and appearing three more times over the
next 20 years. They finished 14" in 1967 and 12" in 1975,
1979 and 1987. In 2007 a seventh-place finish paved the
way for greater things. They slipped to 11™ in 2009 but
returned to have a breakthrough year in 2013 when they
claimed a silver medal in the European League and two
months later travelled to the European Championship.
There they defeated Serbia for the bronze medal.

Gert Vande Broek returns after

leading Belgium's women's team

to their World Grand Prix debut in

2014, where they finished sixth

in Group 1.

That same year he was presented
with the International Volleyball Federations 2013
Sport Science Award in recognition of his innovative
coaching methods. Vande Broek, who took over
Belgium'’s team in 2008, has also coached Asterix
Kieldrecht women’s team in his home nation since
1994. They have won nine Belgian championships and
nine national cups under his management.

Canada’s run in 2015 FIVB Volleyball World Grand
Prix Group 2 ended with the North American side
claiming 18" place overall, one place higher than
in 2014 when they returned to the competition
for the first time since 2003. On that occasion
they were equal 11%. At the 2014 FIVB Volleyball
World Championship, the Canadians finished equal
17", Despite winning their opening fixture against
Cameroon, defeats in their remaining four matches
saw them finish fifth in their pool.

Canada have competed eight times at the World
Championships and their best results were 11%-
place finishes in 1974 and 1982. They have won two
silver medals and eight bronzes at the NORCECA
Championships and also took bronze at the 1995
Pan American Games. At the 2013 NORCECA
Championships, they took fourth place. A loss in
straight sets to USA in their semifinal pitted them
against Puerto Rico in the third-place match, where
they suffered the same result.

China are competing in their 24™ edition of the FIVB
Volleyball World Grand Prix and are one of just two
teams with Japan to have appeared in all editions of
the tournament. Last season, China edged all of their
rivals in the preliminary round. But in the Final Six they
lost three matches to Brazil, Italy and eventual winners
USA and finished fourth

China have won the World Grand Prix only once - in
2003 - but finished runners-up in 1993, 2001, 2002,
2007 and 2013, then placed third in the 1994, 1999
and 2005 editions.

Lang Ping’s second spell as team coach restored their
status as an international volleyball powerhouse. She
revamped the team and put her faith in young players.
China took the silver medal at the 2014 FIVB Volleyball
World Championship after losing to USA in the gold
medal match in Milan.

After winning the FIVB Volleyball Women's World Cup
in 2015 in the following year, China will be among the
favourites to win the women’s volleyball tournament at
the Rio 2016 Olympic Games. They won Olympic gold
medals at Los Angeles 1984 and Athens 2004.

Lang was inducted into the
Volleyball Hall of Fame in 2002 and was named FIVB
Coach of the Year in 1996.

Colombia participated in the FIVB Volleyball World Grand
Prix for the first time in 2015. They participated in the
Women's World Olympic Qualification Tournament in
Puerto Rico from May 20-22, but failed to advance to the
Rio 2016 Olympic Games after finishing second

Colombia's previous volleyball experience was at a
continental level in the South American Championships
where they finished fourth in each of their last three
appearances dating back to 2009 and were also fourth
when they hosted the tournament in Bogota in 2003.
Their best result in the competition came in 1991 when
they won the bronze medal. It remains their first and only
medal at an international competition.

Over the last three years Colombia have competed in
the Pan American Cup with gradually improving results.
They participated for the first time in 2012 and finishe
11%, a year later they rose two places to ninth and, after
defeating Costa Rica, Peru and Mexico, they finishe
seventh last season.

Colombia have only competed once at the Pan American
Games and finished seventh back in 1971, above Haiti
and Bahamas. They came third when they hosted the
2005 Bolivarian Games, defeating Ecuador to win bronze.

He guided
the Bolivar men’s club to the 2014 Colombian
Volleyball League title and won the Colombian
Women's Volleyball League title with TANDI in 2000
and 2001. Guillaume also won the Argentinian
Women's Volleyball League in 1988 with Atletico
Independiente de Avellaneda and in 1989 with
Atletico Boca Juniors.

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Croatia failed to win any of their matches in Group 2
of last year's edition of the FIVB Volleyball World Grand
Prix. They made their World Grand Prix debut in 2014
under veteran coach Angelo Vercesi and made an
instant impact finishing third in the Group 3 Preliminary
Round behind the Czech Republic and Bulgaria, winning
four of their six matches. In the Group 3 Final Four they
lost to the Czech Republic and defeated Kazakhstan in
the match for third place.

Croatia competed at the 2014 World Championship and
finished third in their first round pool; they went on to
defeat Japan in the second round before finishing joint
13 overall. The team took encouragement from their
fifth-place finish at the 2013 European Championship,
where they lost to Germany in the quarterfinal .

The glory days of Croatian women's volleyball came in
the 1990s when they took silver medals at the 1995,
1997 and 1999 European Championships and came
fourth at the 1995 World Cup. Many of the players at
the World Grand Prix honed their skills in development
programmes that sprang up on the back of that
team’s success. The Croatians made it through to the
quarterfinals of the Sydney 2000 Olympic Game .

Aksentijevic knows the Croatian
system well.He has lived in the
country for over 10 years and was the national team
coach in 2009, when Croatia played the European
Championship in Poland and a year later at the
World Championship in Japan.He has also coached
clubs outside Croatia, including Volero Zurich in
Switzerland in the 2006/07 season and C.S.M.

Germany are competing at the World Grand Prix for the
ninth consecutive time. They won the bronze medal in
2002 and 2009 but finished seventh in Group 1 last
year, after winning four of their nine matches. It was
an improvement of three places on their 2014 result,
and a far better result than in 2013. They finishe
joint-ninth at the 2014 World Championship, after
securing fifth spot in their second-round pool. Earlier
in 2014, they defeated the United States in the fina
of the Montreux Volley Masters in Switzerland to win
the title for the first tim .

Germany took their first gold in the European League
in 2013 and followed that success last year with the
silver medal on home ground in Berlin where they
lost to Turkey in the final They were runners-up in the
European Championship in 2011 and 2013, having
taken the bronze medal in their first appearance
as a unified nation in 1991 and repeating the feat
in 2003. The international records of GDR (East
Germany) and West Germany were allocated to the
present national team, meaning they can boast gold
medals from the European Championships of 1983
and 1987 as well as the silver medal at the Moscow
1980 Olympic Games.

Felix Koslowski may be one of

the youngest coaches in the

competition but the German coach

does not fall short on experience,

being a long-time assistant coach

of Italian Giovanni Guidetti. He
began playingin 1995 for the youth team of German club
Schweriner SC, where he won five titles. He continued
with his club career in Tigers Volley Ludwigslust, and
also played beach volleyball in national tournaments
in 2005. He started coaching in 2003 as an assistant
in Schweriner SC in the Bundesliga, where he won a
national championship in 2006 and the DVV Cup in
2006 and 2007. Koslowski became Guidetti's assistant
in the German women’s national team in 2006 and for
[talian club Chieri in 2007. After one club season, he
moved to Volley Bergamo and became Lorenzo Micelli's
assistant coach. He moved back to Germany and
coached VB 91 Suhl from 2010 to 2013. On November
9, 2015, Koslowski succeeded Luciano Pedulla as coach
of the German national team.

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ltaly were ranked fifth at last year's FIVB Volleyball
World Grand Prix with six victories in the preliminary
round that paved their way to the Finals in Omaha.
They did not participate in the 2015 edition of the FIVB
Volleyball Women's World Cup, but qualified for this
year's Summer Games in Rio de Janeiro by winning the
Women's World Olympic Qualification Tournament in
Japan from May 14-22.

Italy have had a good run at the World Grand Prix
since the turn of the millennium, winning silver medals
in 2004 and 2005 and bronze in 2006, 2007, 2008
and 2010. But performances have dipped recently with
2013's fifth being preceded by finishes of seventh in
2011 and 10" in 2012. They were ninth in 2014.

Italy's big chance toimpress came in 2014 as they hosted
the FIVB Volleyball Women's World Championship. They
progressed all the way to the semifinals where they lost
to China before being defeated by powerhouses Brazil
in the bronze medal match.

Italy won FIVB Volleyball World Cup titles in 2007 and
2011 and the Grand Champions Cup in 2009. At the
European Championship in 2013, they came sixth after
losing to Serbia in straight sets in the quarterfinals in Zurich.

Marco Bonitta returned as coach

of Italy’s women's team in March

2014, leading them to a ninth-

place finish in FIVB Volleyball

World Grand Prix Group 1. Bonitta

spearheaded ltaly’s return to the
Final Six in 2015 but his team only managed to finish
sixth. During his successful first tenure from 2001 to
2006, the team won silver medals at the 2004 and
2005 World Grand Prix competitions and bronze in
2006. He led Italy to their first World Championship title
in 2002, and to silver at the 2001 and 2005 European
Championships. Bonitta then coached Poland’s women's
team to an equal ninth-place finish at the Beijing 2008
Olympic Games. He has coached several men’s and
women’s clubs in Italy, winning multiple domestic and
international trophies with the Foppapedretti Bergamo
women’s team in the late 1990s.

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Japan are one of only two teams, along with China,
to have played in all 24 editions of the FIVB Volleyball
World Grand Prix. They will participate in this year's
edition before travelling to Brazil for the Rio 2016
Olympic Games. They qualified for this year's Summer
Games by finishing third at the Women's World Olympic
Qualification Tournament in Tokyo.

Last year, Japan finished sixth at the World Grand Prix
Finals in Omaha. They reached the podium for the first
time in 2014 when they took the silver medal. That
followed a fourth place finish in the 2013 edition.
Further fourth place finishes came in 1997 and 1994

Japan won three World Championships and two
Olympic golds in the 1960s and '70s. Their recent
successes can be traced back to Manabe's appointment
as coach in 2008. They finished third at the 2010

a first medal in the competition for 32 years, and
followed that by claiming bronze at the London 2012
Olympic Games. However, at the 2014 Women's World
Championship they finished equal seventh. They were
also fifth at the 2015 edition of the FIVB Volleyball
Women's World Cup.

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In Kazakhstan's sixth FIVB Volleyball World Grand Prix
appearance last year they finished sixth in Group 3.
In 2014, they ended two places higher after losing to
Croatia in the match for third place. They finished 17
in 2013 - their best result was 10" on their debut in
2007. They have not qualified for the Rio 2016 Olympic
Games after finishing eighth at the Women’s World
Olympic Qualification Tournament in Japan.

At the 2014 FIVB Volleyball World Championship,
Kazakhstan finished fourth in their first round pool
above Thailand and Mexico and recorded their best
finish of joint fifteenth They finished sixth at the 2014
Asian Games in Incheon, Korea.

After the break-up of the Soviet Union in 1991, the
new national side made their debut at the Asian
Championships in 1993 finishing fifth Twelve years
later they won their first medal at the competition - a
silver - and in 2012 they added an Asian Cup bronze to
their medal collection. They completed their journey to
the top of international volleyball when they qualified
for the 2008 Olympic Games in Beijing, where they

Vyacheslav Shapran was born

in 1948 in Almaty, Kazakhstan,

which was then part of the Soviet

Union. He played professionally for

his hometown club Burevestnik,

Soviet Union league champions
in 1969 and two-time winners of the European
Champions Cup in 1970 and 1971.

Shapran ended his playing career and shifted to
coaching in 1988. He began as coach of the Algerian
men'’s national team. He held that position until 1991
before coaching Tunisian club Etoile until 1994.

Shapran returned to Kazakhstan in 2001 to coach
Rakhat Volleyball Club in Almaty and the women’s
national team. Shapran led Rakhat to six national titles
and an Asian Women's Club Volleyball Championship
title. He also led the women's national team to a
silver at the Asian Women's Championship and to
an appearance at the FIVB Volleyball Women's World
Championship in 2006.

From 2011 to 2015, he directed Zhetyssu club. He
rejoined the Kazakh squad this year.

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Peru are making their fifth appearance at the FIVB
Volleyball World Grand Prix. They returned to the World
Grand Prix in 2014 after they had not taken part since
2011, when they finished 16". On their debut in 1994
they finished 11%. In 2014 they finished sixth in Group
2 winning a match against Canada and two against
Cuba. Last year, they played in Group 3 and also
hosted the second week in Trujillo.

The 1980s represented a golden age for Peruvian
volleyball. With a team including Natalia Malaga, the team
won silver at the Seoul 1988 Olympic Games, silver at the
1982 FIVB Volleyball Women's World Championship and
bronze at the 1986 World Championship. More recently
the team has failed to reach those heights; their last
Olympic appearance was in 2000 and they have not won
a World Championship medal since the 1986 bronze.
They failed to progress to the Rio 2016 Olympic Games
after finishing seventh at the Women's World Olympic
Qualification Tournament in Japan.

At a continental level, Peru have always been a force and
have won a medal at every South American Championship
since 1951, including a bronze in 2013. They have won
the title 12 times, most recently in 1993.

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Poland have appeared in every edition of the FIVB
Volleyball World Grand Prix since 2004. They finishe
second in Group 2 last season after finishing fourth the
year before. That followed a 15™-place finish in 2013,
some way off their most successful finishes of sixth in
2007 and 2010.

The Polish team did not qualify for the 2014 FIVB
Volleyball Women's World Championship. The Poles were
once one of the top teams in the world, however. They
were founded in 1947 and took Olympic bronze medals
in 1964 and 1968. They won a World Championship silver
in 1952 and bronze in 1956 and 1962.

Poland have cracked the top eight in several tournaments
in recent times but are still working on consistency. They
have won gold medals twice since 2000. The first was at
the 2003 European Championship in Turkey when they
beat the hosts in straight sets. They defended the title two
years later and also took bronze in 2009 on home soil.

Poland returned to the Olympic stage for the first time
in 40 years in 2008 and rallied to qualify for the London
2012 Games. In 2015 they competed in the first European
Games in Baku, Azerbaijan ending second and retaining
hope of reviving Polish women's volleyball.

In his firs
season with the Polish women, he helped the team to
silver medals at the 15t European Games in Baku, kick-
starting an effort to rebuild a team which will revive
Polish women's volleyball.

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Puerto Rico are making their seventh appearance at
the FIVB Volleyball World Grand Prix as they look to
improve on their fourth place in Group 2 last year. They
will also participate in their first Olympic volleyball
tournament after hosting and finishing ahead of
Colombia, Kenya and Algeria at the Women’s World
Olympic Qualification Tournament in San Juan.

Puerto Rico took 16 place overall in the 2015 edition
of the World Grand Prix and in the five outings before
that they came 10™ in 2009, 11%in 2010, 13™in 2012,
18" in 2013 and 15" in 2014.

Puerto Rico have appeared at World Championships
four times since 2002. They made their best finish of
joint 10" in that year. At the 2014 edition in Italy, the
Central American side won one match, against Cuba, as
they missed out on second round qualification by three
points. They have enjoyed better results in continental
competitions finishing third at the 2009 and 2014 Pan
American Cups. They also finished fifth at the 2011 Pan
American Games in Mexico and fourth in the 2015
edition in Toronto, Canada. They took the silver medal
at the 2009 NORCECA Championships, came fourth in
2011 and claimed bronze at the last two editions.

This year marks Serbia's sixth consecutive

appearance at the FIVB Volleyball World Grand Prix.
In 2015 they finished eighth overall but had a better
performance in 2014 when they finished seventh
in the Preliminary Round of Group 1 but failed to
qualify for the Final Six. They won the bronze medal
in 2013, following on from an 11%"-place finish in
2012. At the 2014 FIVB Volleyball Women's World
Championship they finished joint seventh after just
missing out on the third round.

Appearing as Serbia and Montenegro, they won
bronze at the 2006 World Championship. A year later
Serbia claimed silver at the European Championship,
while 2008 marked their first Olympic appearance
when they finished equal-fifth in Beijing.

Serbia won the European League three times from
2009-11, while a gold medal at the 2011 European
Championship and bronze at the same year's World
Grand Prix further boosted their reputation. Injuries
plagued the team’s campaign at the London 2012
Olympic Games and they failed to win a match. They
will have another chance at the Rio 2016 Olympic
Games as they qualified for the event through their
second place finish at the 2015 FIVB Volleyball
Women's World Cup.

Turkey have recorded a marked improvement in their
performances over recent years but only finished 11t in
FIVB Volleyball World Grand Prix Group 1 last year. Their
best result came in the 2012 World Grand Prix when
they took the bronze medal behind the United States
and Brazil. In 2014 they bounced back from an eighth-
place finish in 2013 to take fourth place in Group 1 in
their fourth outing at the tournament.

At the 2014 World Championship, Turkey finished ninth.
They took two silvers and a bronze in the European
League from 2009-11 and claimed bronze at the 2011
European Championship. The team made their first
appearance at Olympic level at London 2012 where
they recorded wins over Serbia and Korea, finishing in
joint ninth place overall.

The Turks have competed in every Mediterranean
Games finals since 1997, taking gold in 2005 and in
2013. Known as the Filenin Sultanlan, which translates
into Sultans of the Net, the team should be boosted in
the coming years after their youngsters won the bronze
medal at the 2014 European Junior Championships.

After three straight wins from 2010-12, the United
States failed to make the podium at the FIVB Volleyball
World Grand Prix in the next two editions. In 2014, USA
finished sixth for the second consecutive year, but coach
Karch Kiraly helped them to bounce back in spectacular
fashion by winning the FIVB Volleyball World
Championship. Kiraly's magic helped the team succeed
in their quest for a sixth World Grand Prix triumph in the
following year in Omaha, then to seize qualification for
Rio 2016 through the continental tournament.

In 2013 the US were sixth in the World Grand Prix yet
were able to take the silver medal at the World Grand
Champions Cup. Since finishing runners-up at the
Beijing 2008 Olympic Games, they have never been out
of the top two places in the FIVB world rankings. They
displaced Brazil at No.1 following their silver medal at
the 2011 World Cup. The South Americans regained
top spot in September 2013 after they ended USA's
three-season reign as World Grand Prix champions. But
USA took the gold medal at the NORCECA Continental
Championships in September 2013 and returned to the
top of the rankings after winning World Championship
gold in ltaly in 2014.

KEY RULES OF THE GAME

Rally point system

With the Rally Point System — first featured at the 1998
World Championships — the team winning a rally scores
a point regardless of which team is serving. When a team
wins a rally, it gains a point and the right to serve. The
last tournament played with the “sideout” system was the
1997 FIVB World Grand Champions Cup.

Match format

Matches are decided over the best of five sets. The first
four sets are played to 25 points and the fifth set is played
to 15 points. A set (except the deciding fifth set) is won by
the team which first scores 25 points with a minimum lead
of two points. In the case of a 24-24 tie, play is continued
until a two-point lead is achieved (i.e. 26-24; 27-25).
In the case of a 2-2 tie, the deciding fifth set is played
to 15 points with a minimum lead of 2 points. This new
scoring system was introduced after the 1998 FIVB World
Congress held in Tokyo.

Libero player

The Libero is a specialist defensive player, dressed in a
different colour who can replace any player in a back row
position. The Libero is not allowed to serve, block or attack,
and can hand set only from the back row.

‘Let service in play’
If, when serving, the ball touches the net and continues to

the opposite side, the play continues. If the ball hits the net
during the serve, it is still in play.

Touching the net

Touching the net with the body is a fault except when
playing the ball or interfering with the play. Contact with
the net by a player between the antennae, during the
action of playing the ball, is a fault.

Time Outs

Each team is entitled to a maximum of two time-outs and
all time outs last for 30 seconds per set. For FIVB world and
official competitions, during sets one to four, two additional
60-second technical time outs are applied automatically,
when the leading team reaches the eighth and 16 points.
In the deciding fifth set there are no technical time outs.

Intervals between sets

Allintervals between sets are for three minutes. The interval
between the second and third set can be extended up to
10 minutes at the request of the organiser.

Coach movements

The coach may give these instructions by sitting on the
bench, standing or walking within the free zone of his or
her team's bench, up to the warm up area, provided that he
or she does not disturb or delay the match.

Screening

The players of the serving team must not prevent their
opponent, through individual or collective screening,
from seeing the server and the flight path of the ball
during the serve.

o The Rally Point System and Libero are officially accepted
and played at the World Championships in Tokyo,
following the 26" FIVB World Congress.

2000

o The Rally Point System is extended to beach volleyball.
The rule allowing play to continue when a serve hits the
net and continues to the opposition court is adopted.

o Karch Kiraly of USA, Lorenzo Bernardi of Italy and
three-time Olympic champion Regla Torres of Cuba are
celebrated as best players of the century.

2001
® The Beach Volleyball Junior World Championships make
their debut in Le Lavandou, France.

2002

o The FIVB World Congress in Buenos Aires, Argentina
introduces height limit competitions (185cm for men,
175cm for women).

® The Beach Volleyball Youth World Championships are
held for the first time in Xylokastr , Greece.

2009

® The FIVB Men's Club World Championship returns to the
international volleyball calendar after last featuring in
1992.

2010

o Volleyball is a huge success at the inaugural Youth
Olympic Games in Singapore.

o The FIVB Women’s Club World Championship also
makes its return to the calendar for the first time since
1994 following the successful reincarnation of the men's
event a year earlier.

® The Continental Cup makes its debut as a new qualifying
event for beach volleyball at the London 2012 Olympic
Games with record breaking levels of participation.

2011

o Following extensive trialing a new point allocation
system was confirmed by the FIVB Board of
Administration for all competitions where matches
which are won 3-0 or 3-1 will see the winners come
away with three points and the losers zero and those
won 3-2 mean the winners come away with two points
and the losers one. In the event of a tie in the group,
the teams will be separated on set ratio as opposed to
points ratio as in the past. Additionally, in the case of a
tie in the number of points, sides are divided by number
of wins, then set ratio (as opposed to points ratio in the
past), then point ratio.

2012

® The FIVB amends its regulations for uniform choices
for female players, giving athletes three extra choices.
Players can wear shorts of a maximum length of 3cm
above the knee with sleeved or sleeveless tops or a
full body suit. This is to respect the customs and/or
religious beliefs of countries. Previously there were
two uniform choices for female players, a one-piece
bathing suit or a bikini with a maximum side width
of 7cm. A full body suit could also be used under the
bikini in cold weather.

2013

® The FIVB includes a new championship to the age-
group tournaments — the Under 23 Volleyball and Beach
Volleyball Championships — in order to reduce the gap
between age-group and senior level volleyball. It is also
the first year that the Video Challenge System is used, in
the World League and World Grand Prix Finals.

® The Beach Volleyball World Cup Final brings to a close
the incredibly successful first Continental Cup cycle,
featuring the Continental champions and countries who
qualified t teams to the Olympic Games.

® In a new and enhanced World Tour, Grand Slams are
clearly established as the core events while the number
of Open events is expanded for the year, giving teams
more opportunities to participate.

® 21 points per set rule is tested at the FIVB Volleyball U23
Men's World Championship.

2014

o The FIVB World League and World Grand Prix are
expanded once again with both tournaments including
28 teams for the first time illustrating volleyball's
growing global appeal.

o The 34 FIVB World Congress is held in Sardinia, Italy
with a record 210 national federations represented.

® The FIVB Volleyball Men's World Championship Poland
2014 are a huge success, with 62,000 fans attending
the first match in Warsaw Stadium. The hosts go on to
win their first crown in 40 year .

o The United States win the FIVB Volleyball Women's
World Championship Italy 2014 in Milan later the same
year, with legendary volleyball and beach volleyball star
Karch Kiraly leading them as coach.

o The challenge system is rolled out and included in all
FIVB volleyball tournaments.

e The FIVB turns a corner in terms of innovation,
promising to focus more on making the game more
modern through the use of technology.

2015
o The FIVB Volleyball World League continues to
grow and includes 32 teams for the first time in the
tournament's history. The FIVB Volleyball World Grand
Prix includes 28 teams with the Finals taking place in
USA for the first tim .
The FIVB Beach Volleyball World Championships The
Netherlands is a monumental success, setting a new
benchmark for the tournament going forward. Four cities
—The Hague, Amsterdam, Apeldoorn and Rotterdam —
host the early stages before the competition reached
its climax in The Hague. Over 100,000 people attended
matches across the Netherlands, with the tournament
also introducing a number of innovations, including the
challenge system for the first tim .
A new partnership with Beach Major Series and Red
Bull leads to three Majors as well as the first ever
Swatch FIVB World Tour Finals in Fort Lauderdale,
illustrating the continued growth of beach volleyball in
both a sporting and branding context.
o The FIVB Volleyball World Cup returns to Japan,
beginning the Rio 2016 Olympic Games qualificatio
process.
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FIVB VOLLEYBALL PROPERTIES

FIVB Volleyball World Championships

As the original FIVB tournament, the Men's and Women's
World Championships are staged every four years and are
the most prestigious in international volleyball. The first
FIVB Volleyball World Championships were organised in
1949 for men and 1952 for women and have remained the
biggest event in volleyball, alongside the Olympic Games. A
record 279 teams participated in the qualification process
for the FIVB Volleyball World Championships in 2014. This
total, coming from 166 national federations across the five
FIVB confederations, represents an increase of 65 teams
from the previous best of 214 teams from 119 federations
for the 2010 World Championships (compared with 102
in 2006, 72 in 2002 and 63 in 1998). The FIVB Volleyball
Men's World Championship Poland 2014 saw the host
country seal their second crown with victory over Brazil in
the final Germany completed the podium after defeating
European rivals France in the bronze medal match to
take their first podium place as a unified country at the
tournament. USA clinched their first ever gold medal win
in the tournament with a victory over China in the final
of the FIVB Volleyball Women's World Championship Italy
2014 while Brazil held off hosts Italy for bronze. The next
FIVB Volleyball World Championships will take place in
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2018 with Italy and Bulgaria hosting the men’s edition and
Japan the women's.

FIVB Volleyball World Cup

The road to the Olympic Games commences with the FIVB
Volleyball World Cup, the quadrennial round robin event that
showcases the very best 12 men’s and 12 women’s national
teams in the world. Japan and television partner Fuji TV
host an event that grips the nation and produces incredible
television ratings. Traditionally, the top three teams in the
men’s and women's competitions at the World Cup had
earned berths in the Olympic Games volleyball tournaments.
However, the 2015 edition offered that reward to the
top two sides only. USA claimed their first FIVB Volleyball
Men’s World Cup in 2015 with Italy finishing second and
Poland third. China added a fourth title to their name in the
women’s contest after success in 1981, 1985 and 2003 as
Serbia grabbed silver and USA bronze. Poland hosted the
first World Cup in 1965 for men only before Uruguay hosted
the first World Cup for women in 1973. Following the firs
two editions for men and the first edition for women, Japan
gave new life to the Men’s and Women's World Cups by
staging the third and second editions respectively in 1977
before going on to host every edition since.

FIUB Volleyball Grand Champions Cup

FIUB Volleyball World League

The FIVB Volleyball Grand Champions Cup is played every
four years in the year following the summer Olympic
Games and preceding the World Championships. The
tournament, first held in 1993, has been hosted by Japan
on every occasion and features six teams in both the men’s
and women's competition. In 2013 the teams comprised
the hosts, the four 2013 Continental Champions from
continents whose teams reached the highest ranking in
the preceding Olympic Games and a wild card team, jointly
selected by the FIVB, the Japan Volleyball Association (JVA)
and the Nippon television Network Corporation (NTV). The
sixth edition of the FIVB Volleyball Women's World Grand
Champions Cup was held in the cities of Nagoya and
Tokyo in Japan and was followed by the FIVB Volleyball
Men’s World Grand Champions Cup in the cities of Kyoto
and Tokyo. In the men’s competition Brazil beat out the
competition in the round robin tournament for the gold
medal, ahead of silver and bronze medallists, Russia
and ltaly. Brazil then went on to win the top spot in the
women’s competition, making them the first women’s
team ever to triumph twice in the World Grand Champions
Cup, while USA finished in second place and hosts Japan
in third.

Volleyball's flagship annual event for men, started by the
FIVB in 1990, is a spectacular showcase for the créme
de la créme of men's volleyball. For the first time in the
history of the competition, the FIVB's premier annual
men'’s tournament will feature a record 36 teams, a further
expansion from the 32 teams that took part in 2015. The

2016 season will be shorter to accommodate the countries
participating at the Rio 2016 Olympic Games, running from
June 16-July 17.The Intercontinental Round will adopt the
same format as the FIVB Volleyball World Grand Prix with
three different cities per group hosting matches in each of
the three weeks. A total of twelve teams will play in Group
1 including France, Serbia and USA who took, first second
and third place respectively in the 2015 Finals. They will be
joined by Poland, Brazil, Italy, Iran, Australia, Russia and
wild cards, Argentina, Belgium and Bulgaria. The Group 1
Finals will be held in Poland from July 13-17 with the top
five ranked sides plus the hosts battling for gold. Group 2
is composed of the 12 teams ranked 13® to 24t in 2015.
They are: Japan, the Netherlands, Canada, Finland, Czech
Republic, Cuba, Korea, Portugal, Egypt, Turkey, Slovakia and
China. Group 1 and 2 matches will begin on the weekend
of June 16 and run through to July 3. The Group 2 Finals
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will then be held in Portugal from July 9-10 where the top
three ranked sides join the hosts in the Final Four. A further
twelve teams will compete in Group 3. Slovenia qualified
through the 2015 European League while Chinese Taipei,
Germany and Qatar join 2015 sides Greece, Kazakhstan,
Mexico, Montenegro, Puerto Rico, Spain, Tunisia, and
Venezuela. The pool round matches for Group 3 will take
place over two weekends: on June 17-19 and June 24-26.
The twelve teams in the group will play in pools of four
teams each with the top three sides joining hosts Germany
at the Finals in Frankfurt. France made an impact in 2015
as they rose through the ranks by winning the Group 2
and Group 1 Finals. Laurent Tillie's side swept their Group
2 matches and eventually won the Group 1 Final with an
overwhelming performance. The team later completed their
season with a EuroVolley gold medal. Over 420 players and
a total of 29 cities featured during the tournament, with
almost 700,000 spectators attending 174 matches.

FIVB Volleyball World Grand Prix

The World Grand Prix featured eight teams in its debut
season in 1993 and from 1995 to 2002, while 12 teams
were in action in 1994 and from 2003 to 2010. Sixteen
teams took part in the 2011 and 2012 editions with this
increasing to 20 in 2013 and finally a ground-breaking 28
teams in 2014, continuing in 2015 and 2016. This year's
edition of the FIVB Volleyball World Grand Prix — the
FIVB's signature annual women's tournament — will take
place in the immediate build-up to the Rio 2016 Olympic
Games. It will also overlap with the 2016 edition of the
FIVB Volleyball World League, which will take place from
June 16-July 17.The 2016 edition of the World Grand Prix
will be played over a period of just six weeks from June
3 through to July 10. The Preliminary Round in Groups 2
and 3 will take place over two weeks from June 3-12. The
Group 2 and 3 Finals will follow on the weekend of June
18-19. The Group 1 Preliminary Round will be played out
over three weeks from June 9-26. The Group 1 Finals will
take place from July 6-10. Six teams will play the Group
1 Finals, split into two pools of three. In a departure from
last year's format, pool play will be followed by semifinal

and final . The format of the Group 2 and 3 Finals remains
unchanged. The three best teams from the preliminary
round rankings will be joined by the competition hosts - in
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each case, the four teams will play semifinals and final .
Group 1 includes 2015 World Grand Prix winners USA and
10-time winners Brazil, and a stellar cast of top-ranked
teams including Russia, China, Italy, Japan, Germany,
Serbia, Thailand, Belgium and Turkey. The Netherlands
complete the 12-team composition after they were
promoted from Group 2. The six-team World Grand Prix
Finals will take place in Bangkok, featuring the top fiv
teams in Group 1 and hosts Thailand. Group 2 includes
the Dominican Republic (relegated from Group 1), Poland,
the Czech Republic, Puerto Rico, Bulgaria, Canada,
Argentina, Kenya (promoted from Group 3). The Finals will
take place in Varna, Bulgaria Group 3 will feature Croatia
(relegated from Group 2), Peru, Colombia, Australia, Cuba,
Kazakhstan, Algeria, Mexico. Almaty, Kazakhstan will host
the Finals. USA became the first ever team to win gold
while hosting the Finals of a World Grand Prix, when
they sailed through the final six in Omaha undefeated
in 2015. Russia took second place and Brazil third. The
2015 edition brought together 28 teams in three groups,
with the ‘Queens of Africa’ Kenya capping a brilliant year,
topping Group 3 top in Canberra. And to close the season,
the Netherlands defeated Poland in Lublin to win Group 2.

FIUB Volleyball Club World Championships

FIUB Volleyball Age Group World Championships

The annual FIVB Men's and Women's Club World
Championships, which returned to the international
volleyball calendar in 2009 and 2010 after last featuring
in 1992 and 1994 respectively, showcase the best clubs
from each continent. The 2010 edition marked the return
of the double gender event after 18 years and, for the first
time, featured alternate men’s and women’s matches in the
same venue on the same day. In the men’s tournament,
Italy's Trentino won four successive titles in 2009, 2010,
2011 and 2012 before Brazil's Sada Cruzeiro broke their
hold on the tournament in 2013. Then in 2014, Belogorie
Belgorad became the first ever Russian winners of the
tournament beating Qatar's Al-Rayyan to gold. Argentina’s
UPCN held off host club Sada Cruzeiro to clinch bronze.
Russian women’s club Dinamo Kazan clinched the 2014
edition of the women's competition, as they defeated
Molico Osasco of Brazil in the Final. SESI-SP added another
Brazilian side to the podium after they beat hosts Volero
Zurich to take the bronze medal. Turkish club Eczacibasi
Vitra Istanbul took gold in their tournament debut in 2015,
seeing off Russian outfit Dinamo Krasnodar in the final in
Zurich. Brazil's Sada Cruzeiro kept the home fans happy in
Belo Horizonte later in the year, defeating Russia’s Zenit
Kazan to claim the men’s crown.

The FIVB Volleyball Age Group World Championships
are held every two years, with a total of six age group
championships held in 2015. The Women's U20 World
Championship took place in Puerto Rico as the Dominican
Republic created history with the country’s first ever
volleyball world title. The Girls" U18 World Championship
took place in Lima, Peru as Italy improved on the silver
they won two years earlier by sweeping gold. Ankara,
Turkey welcomed the Women's U23 World Championship
with the hosts falling short in the final against Brazil before
Resistencia — Corrientes in Argentina saw Poland emulate
their senior counterparts by claiming the Boys' U19 World
Championship. Dubai in the United Arab Emirates then
hosted the Men's U23 World Championship with Russia
showcasing their stars of the future, taking gold against
Turkey in the final The Men's U21 World Championship
closed the year in Tijuana, Mexico as Russia again topped
the podium. The first U20 and U21 World Championships
were held in 1977 followed by the U18 and U19 World
Championships which were inaugurated in 1989. A new
competition — the FIVB U23 World Championships — joined
them in 2013.

Beach volleyball has a prolific calendar which
includes a Major Series, Grand Slam and Open
events, World Championships, the World Tour
Finals and World Continental Cup as well as other

regional events.

FIVB Beach Volleyball World Tour

The FIVB Beach Volleyball World Tour was first organised in
1989 with just three participating countries (Brazil, Japan
and Italy) and is now in its 27% season with approximately
50 participating countries and more than 1,500 active
registered athletes. The FIVB Beach Volleyball World
Tour 2015-2016 calendar extends from October 2015 to
October 2016. The Olympic 2016 season includes five FIVB
Grand Slams, the continuation of the FIVB Swatch Beach
Volleyball Major Series — which was successfully introduced
in 2015 — a special FIVB Swatch Beach Volleyball World
Tour season Final and 14 FIVB Opens. The FIVB Beach
Volleyball World Tour also sees the Olympic qualificatio
process continue with all FIVB World Tour events up until
June 13, 2016 counting towards the Olympic Ranking in
order to determine 15 vacancies for each gender, which
will take part in the Rio 2016 Olympic Games. Five Grand
Slams, which offer $800,000 in prize money each, will also
take place on the road to the second World Tour Finals. The
innovative and dynamic FIVB Swatch Beach Volleyball Major
Series including three tournaments offering $800,000 each
in prize money will complete the schedule. Fourteen Opens
offering $75,000 in prize money, per gender, also feature
in the build-up to the World Tour Finals. The FIVB Swatch
Beach Volleyball World Tour Finals, which will feature the
top eight teams per gender based on a cumulative ranking
of points from Grand Slams, Majors and Opens, will round
out the season.

FIVB Beach Volleyball World Championships

Staged every two years, the FIVB Beach Volleyball World
Championships The Netherlands 2015 featured the
brightest stars from the FIVB Beach Volleyball World
Tour, with 48 teams in each gender taking part. From
June 26-July 5, all eyes were on the Dutch cities of The
Hague, Apeldoorn, Amsterdam and Rotterdam, which
hosted the tournament across multiple venues for the
first time. Brazilian pairs occupied five of the six podium
positions at the tournament, which went down in history
for some remarkable innovations including the first use
of the challenge system at a Beach Volleyball World
Championships. Alison Cerutti/Bruno Schmidt won the
men’s gold, beating home duo Reinder Nummerdor/
Christiaan Varenhorst in the final with fellow-Brazilians
Pedro Solberg/Evandro Goncalves claiming bronze. It was
full domination by Brazil on the women’s podium, with
Barbara Seixas/Agatha Bednarczuk claiming the gold,
followed by Taiana Lima/Fernanda Alves for silver and
Juliana Felisberta Silva/Maria Antonelli for bronze.

FIVB Beach Volleyball Age Group World
Championships

Held every two years, the FIVB Beach Volleyball Age Group
World Championships provide an amazing opportunity for
athletes to test themselves against the best in the world
in their own age group. In 2014 four age group World
Championships were held. The U23 tournament was the
first to be held, with Polish duo Maciej Kosiak and Macie]
Rudol clinching the men’s title and Australia's Nicole Laird
and Mariafe Artacho taking he women's gold in Myslowice.
The U17 World Championships were then held in Acapulco,
Mexico with Swiss pair Florian Breer and Yves Haussener
sealing the boys gold medal and Morgan Martin and
Kathryn Plummer of USA taking the girls' title. The U21
World Championships were then held in Larnaka, Cyprus.
Poland's Michal Bryl and Kacper Kujawiak finished on top
of the podium in the men’s edition with Canada’s Sophie
Bukovec and Tia Miric claiming the crown in the women'’s
edition. The U19 World Championship was the final age
group tournament of the year with Brazil making a clean
sweep of the gold medals as Arthur Diego Mariano Lanci
and George Souto Maior Wanderley took the men's prize
and Eduarda Santos Lisboa and Andressa Cavalcanti

Ramalho clinching the women’s. The next FIVB Beach
Volleyball Age Group World Championships will take place
in 2016 with Larnaka, Cyprus welcoming the U19 event
and Lucern, Switzerland providing the backdrop for the
U21 tournament.

FIUB Beach Volleyball World Continental Cup and
World Cup

The ground breaking Beach Volleyball World Continental
Cup and the FIVB Beach Volleyball World Cup provide a
new opportunity for countries to qualify for the Olympic
Games. In addition to the 15 vacancies per gender offered
on the FIVB World Tour. The first edition of the Beach
Volleyball World Continental Cup was launched in 2010,
building up to the London 2012 Olympic Games. A country
versus country Olympic qualifying event, it was staged
from June 25, 2010 to July 1, 2012 and disputed at the
continental level (subzonal, zonal, final) The five winners
of the Beach Volleyball World Continental Cup — one
from each Continent — qualified for the Olympic Games.
The 2012 Beach Volleyball World Cup Final Olympic
Qualification tournament took place in Moscow, Russia
and offered two additional Olympic berths for countries
which had not qualified through either the FIVB World
Tour or the Beach Volleyball World Continental Cup. This
first World Continental Cup cycle ended with the FIVB

Beach Volleyball World Cup Final, which took place in
Campinas, Brazil held from May 29 to June 2, 2013. Much
to the delight of the home crowd Brazil took gold in both
the men's and women’s competition. Alison Cerutti and
Emanuel Rego claimed men’s gold and the title of the
Beach Volleyball World Continental Cup champions, while
compatriots Maria Antonelli and Talita Da Rocha Antunes
took the women's title. The new Beach Volleyball World
Continental Cup cycle has already begun as countries
begin to plan their path to the Rio 2016 Olympic Games.
The first phase of the CEV, CSV and AVC Beach Volleyball
World Continental Cup have now drawn to a close, with
the NORCEA and CAVB editions finishing in early 2015

Other Events

The FIVB is also responsible for developing and managing
events such as Challenger, Satellite (whenever under the
jurisdiction of the FIVB), Exhibitions and Country versus
Country. These events have boomed in recent years and
are the perfect platform for creating the next generation
of sporting stars and personalities. Challenger and Satellite
events are part of a successful FIVB and Confederations
development programme which aims to provide countries
with the opportunity to promote an international event
within a limited budget.

ONLINE ACCREDITATION SYSTEM

In order to streamline access to information and
coordination with media professionals at volleyball
and beach volleyball events around the world, the FIVB
Communications Department launched an online media
accreditation platform at the end of 2011.

This system has become an essential tool for event
organisers and members of the press to coordinate
coverage and reporting of the sport in all media.

National Federations
approve and accept the journalist into the FIVB Media Club. The
applicant will receive confirmation by email

Once approved as a member of the FIVB Media Club, the
journalist will receive a login and password to maintain their
online details and to request accreditation for FIVB events.

Unsuccessful Applicants
will also be notified by email. The applicant can contact
their national federation directly for more information.
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The online accreditation system requires that media
professionals around the world first register to become a
member of the FIVB Media Club.

Once the applicant has registered their details online and
submits the form to the FIVB, the individual will receive an
email confirming receipt of their information

This information is then sent to the applicant's national
federation for verification

Please Note
that the FIVB does not provide updates of applications in
process.

It is important to note that registering through the
online portal does not guarantee the granting of
accreditation but is the fi st step in the verificatio
process.

The FIVB's Medical and Anti-Doping programme focuses on prevention through education, ways to keep
the sport of volleyball clean and the protection of athletes and referees’ health.

The FIVB's Anti-Doping programme seeks to preserve the
spirit of volleyball and beach volleyball while maintaining
the ideals of ethics, respect, fair play and honesty as well
as the athletes’ health.

The FIVB developed an online Anti-Doping Education
programme — ‘FIVB Play Clean’ — to educate volleyball,
beach volleyball athletes, medical officials and coaches
on their rights and responsibilities. The programme also
provides guidance on healthy lifestyle attitudes in order
to deter athletes from doping. The course exists in several
languages and so far more than 18,000 users have
completed the programme.

Moreover, outreach programmes have been implemented
on competitions to gain the awareness of players for anti-
doping and to give the opportunity to players to talk and
exchange with people specialised in anti-doping.

As doping is fundamentally contrary to the spirit of sport,
one of the FIVB's goals is to keep the playing field clean
and level. To this end, the FIVB conducts regular and
random anti-doping tests and has an extensive testing

programme in place, both during and out-of-competition
with blood and urine tests.

As the FIVB is committed to the protection of its athletes’
health, it has established several programmes, ranging
from injury prevention to heat stress. The FIVB has focused
primarily on the prevention of injuries and illness, the
reduction of long-term disability through proper diagnosis,
treatment and rehabilitation, and ways of maintaining
volleyball as a drug-free sport. FIVB studies continue to be
published in renowned sport medicine journals. The health
of our referees is also important therefore a Referee Health
Management Programme is also conducted throughout
the year.

The FIVB also wants to share and communicate its
knowledge and updates about Anti-Doping and Medical
news. As a result, a Twitter account (@FIVBMedical) was
launched in 2014.
